I n response to this, each partici pat irfermansec h
in these international assessments and, in addition, they were provided with clear targets for
improving their performance. In 2015, KHDA launched the National Agenda Parameter, which is a
met hod for measuring and mams acliavingntigeir iadividualo |
National Agenda targets through the use of external benchmarking assessments.

The following section focuses on the impact of the National Agenda Parametermeeting the
school s target s:

1 The school meets the registratiorrequirements for the National Agenda Parameter
(N.A.P))

The school does not meet expectations in the M.P. tests in English, mathematics and
science.

The leaders of the schoolincluding governors recognise the importance of the National
Agenda. A reently appointed coordinator has produced a strategic plan and disseminated
information to other stakeholders.

The analysis of data has enabled the school to identify different groups of learners and
what their needs may be. As a resultteachers increasinty emphasisethe importance of
learning styleswhen planning activities

Students¢ | earning skill s arveel-informped cuwvidularg ,
modifications There is a greater emphasis on enquityased learning, within which
students also developtheir skills of research and investigation.

Subject leaders are working with teachers to improvieir questioning techniques ando
help them to develop challenging activitiesthat promote problemsolving and critical
thinking.

Students are beginning tofoster a discerning useof the increased levels oflearning
technologymade available to them Theyalsorealise the importance of perseverance and
the value of investigative skillsdevelopment

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Emirati Students

As part of the UAE National Agenda, the DSIB continues to focus on the achievement of Emira
students. The Emirati Students Achievement project was launched in Septenk7, to prioritise
provision for Emirati students across Dubai.

The focus of the inspection is to evidence how effective schools are
' in raising the achievement of Emirati students. Schools are asked to
prioritise the datainformed adaptations to the curiculum and to
teaching and learning, as required, to raise the aspirations of
| students, expectations of staff and subsequent achievements of
% students.

The following section focuses on the qualit
achievement of Emirati students.

Three strands are reported on (each with three elements):
i) Governance and Leadership.

ii) Learning and Intervention.

iii) Personalisation

1 Whilst school leaders have knowledge of individud&mirati students there is no official
coordinator to specifically oversee their achievemesit The performance of students is
tracked and dataare analysed Overall Emiratistudentsdo not attain as well astheir peers
especiallyin activities requiring high levels of skills in verbal reasoning. Leaders are aware
of the need to raise their attainment.

Overal|l Emirati students have positive attitudes to their learning. They contribute
appropriately to class andgsmall group activities. Some oldeEmiratisare represented in
the highest attaining group of students and successfully contribute to whoekchool cultural
and historic celebrations.

In classes,there is inconsistent and often insufficient modification of the curriculumto
meet individual learning needs. However, e Emirati students who have special
educational needs and/ or disabilities (SEND)receive appropriate support and their
progress is regularly reviewed.

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Moral Education

Moraleducation is taughtfrom Year 1to Yearll through discrete lessons and assemblies
It is beginning to be integrated into other subjects.

Teachers have been selected appropriately and supplement the textbooks with additional
materials. However, lessons are not always sufficientlpersonalised b meet the needs of
all students

Students occasionallydraw upon their prior knowledge and understanding when
considering new conceptsThey participate actively in some parts of lessons.

Teachers usually assess students’ work and a few provide helptdmments on how
students can improve their work The school is only just beginning to report to parents
about moral education outcomes.

The school's implementation of the UAE moral education programme is developing.
Social Studies

1 The UAEocial studiesprogramme istaught in Years 1to 9. Next year the school plansto
extend this into Year 10 The curriculum follows the requirements of UA&bcial studies
learning outcomes.

Teachers' pedagogical skills are variablglost teachersplan anddeliver at least acceptable
lessons but too often, teachers do notadequatelydevelop students' higher order thinking
skills.

Students cancarry outbasic researchiasks. Howeverthey are often unable toaccurately
interpret their findings in relation to the task QOpportunities to develop studentst
collaborationskills are limited.

A range of assessments are used to track students' progres®wever, little use is made
of this information to adaptteaching or the curriculum.

The school's implementation othe UAE social studies programme is developing.

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Innovation in Education

Learningtechnologes are not effectively embedded in most lessonsacross the phases.
S u d e niticad thinkiag skillsare also underdevelopedby teachers

Studentsare involved in developing the school, for example through the activities of the
s t u d eauricisStudentsare also given opportunities to serve as prefects.

Teachers rarely include in their lessoplans opportunitiesfor studentsto develop their
innovative ideasor an entrepreneurialflair.

The curriculum design does not contribute to the enhancement of innovation skills. The
range of extra-curricular activities on offer ha not been broadened since the last
inspection. The school promotesnovation during the "Innovation week" and the "Mad
Science WeelSchool leaders ge keento explore the potential of innovationin their future
planning, although such planningemainsat an early stage ofdevelopment.
